Faculty Appointment – Business

The administration has been in the process of filling a business faculty position. The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, on the Chronicle of Higher Education website, and in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette). Twenty (20) applications were received. A committee was composed of Mr. Joshua West, Dr. Mary Lou Kidder, Dr. Dennis Day, Ms. Anita Carney, and Ms. Melissa Dye. Dr. Jon Mandrell, Vice President of Academics and Student Services served as chair.


Three (3) qualified candidates were interviewed by the committee and the President.  Each candidate completed a teaching presentation using the circular flow model to explain and demonstrate Adam Smith’s “invisible hand”.
Academic background: Mr. Mendez received a master’s degree in economics from Roosevelt University. He received a master’s degree in finance from DeVry’s Keller School of Management. 
Professional background: Mr. Mendez has been employed by John A. Logan Community College for the past 3 years as a business and economics instructor.  He also has worked at Missouri Baptist University as an adjunct business instructor, DeVry University as a visiting economics instructor, and as a senior credit analyst for AT&T.

The administration recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the employment of Mr. Jose Mendez as an Associate Professor of Business starting August 12, 2016 at a salary of $47,462.
