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The administration has been in the process of filling an art faculty position. The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website, on the Chronicle of Higher Education website, and in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette). Eighty-five (85) applications were received. A committee was composed of Ms. Sharri Miller, Mr. Ronald Hobson, Ms. Peggy Eshleman, and Ms. Christy Zepezauer, Executive Director of Woodlawn Arts Academy. Ms. Michelle Barkley, Dean of General Education and Transfer Programs served as chair. 

Five (5) qualified candidates were interviewed by the committee, Dr. Jon Mandrell, and the President.  Each candidate completed a teaching presentation on the topic of “main directions of modern art in Europe”. The committee was unanimous in their decision.
Academic background: Mr. Bodish received a master of fine arts in painting from the University of Montana, a bachelor of fine arts from Southern Oregon University, and an associate’s degree in applied science from Luzerne County College in Nanticoke, Pennsylvania.
Professional background: Mr. Bodish has been employed by the University of Montana Western for the past three years as an assistant professor of art and previously as an art adjunct instructor for twelve years. He also has worked at Montana Tech of the University of Montana for eleven years as an adjunct art instructor and served fourteen years as the Executive Director of the Butte Silver Bow Arts Foundation in Butte, Montana.
 Recommendation:
The administration recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the employment of Mr. Glenn Bodish as an Associate Professor of Art starting August 12, 2016 at a salary of $47,462.
