Each year Community Colleges must submit requests to the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) for funding of capital projects.  This includes resubmitting requests for previously approved projects that are not complete.  Sauk Valley Community College currently has one approved project that is waiting for state funding.  The project will remodel the natural science laboratories at the college.  This project has been waiting for funding for several years and is currently number 5 out of 27 on the fiscal year 2017 Capital Budget Recommendation list.


This year the ICCB recommended the previously submitted project budget be increased by 2.2% to cover inflation.  Based on the architect’s master plan, the square footage of the remodel is 9,500 square feet.  The total cost of the project is $4,278,200 with $1,069,500 in matching local funds.  

The science labs are currently opened walled rooms divided only by cabinetry from each other and the hallway.  This design results in safety and operational problems.  This project will enclose the classrooms to provide security and eliminate sound and disruptions.  In addition, the cabinetry and lab stations are very dilapidated and will be replaced.

Recommendation:


The administration recommends the Board approve the attached Resource Allocation and Management Plan for Fiscal Year 2018.  This includes a 2.2% budget increase as stipulated by the ICCB.
