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The administration has been in the process of filling an English Language Arts faculty position. The position was advertised on-line on Sauk Valley Community College’s website as an internal posting. A committee was composed of Ms. Martha Anderson, Ms. Michelle Barkley, Ms. Karen Abele, and Ms. Amanda Eichman. Dr. Jon Mandrell, Vice President of Academics and Student Services served as chair. One (1) qualified candidates was interviewed by the committee and the President.
Academic background: Dr. Blazquez received a doctorate degree in medicine from Instituto Tecnologico de Santo Domingo in the Dominican Republic. She received a graduate post master’s degree in adult literacy and developmental studies from National Louis University.
Professional background: Dr. Blazquez has been an adjunct developmental English faculty member at Sauk Valley Community College for the past 16 years. She also worked at the Universidad APEC & Instituto Cultural Dominico-Americano in the Dominican Republic for 9 years.

The administration recommends that the Board of Trustees approve the employment of Dr. Odile Blazquez as an Assistant Professor of English Language Arts starting August 12, 2016 at a salary of $44,892.
