The first phase of the 2019 Security Improvement Project is an upgrade of the College’s existing security camera system. This includes replacing the video management system server which has reached the end of its useful life, replacing failed cameras, and adding camera capacity to ensure adequate camera coverage. Several cameras have multiple sensors, so by purchasing 31 new camera units, the College will increase its camera capacity from 25 to 109 cameras. Server storage capacity will increase from 7 days to 14 days of stored video footage.
